If installing a forward-facing child restraint system on the front passenger
seat when it is unavoidable, always move the seat as far as back as possible
because the front passenger airbag could inflate with considerable speed
and force.

or other sharp tool should be used to cut the belt.

The interior temperature of a vehicle parked in sunlight can become

extremely high, and an unattended child can suffer heatstroke and
dehydration, which can be fatal. Hypothermia is also a danger in cold
weather. Do not leave a child unattended in a vehicle.

Also, the child could be involved in an unexpected accident by playing with the vehicle controls and equipment.

On a sloped road, do not let the vehicle roll backward
while the shift lever is in a driving position, or roll forward while the
shift lever is in R. Doing so may cause the engine to stall, resulting
in severely diminished brake performance and making the steering
wheel extremely difficult to turn, which could result in a serious

accident.

Check the positions of the accelerator pedal and the brake pedal before starting the vehicle to ensure safe driving.

Do not park or stop the vehicle close to flammable objects or where poorly ventilated.
